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- Basic findings of the inquiry

The basic elements of the current regulatory framework are in
accordance with EC law

They can therefore serve as points of departure for the future
gambling regulation. Granting of exclusive rights is in accordance
with EC law

The most hazardous types of games permitted today in Sweden are
slot machines, casinos and interactive on-line gambling

Due to new technical possibilities, international competition exists on
the Internet

With some 2.000 websites offering money wagering, Swedish
agencies are unable to perform adequate surveillance

Therefore, the Swedish protective purposes cannot be provided for
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- Solution suggested in December 2008

The most hazardous types of games will be strictly
controlled

These types of gambling may only be organised by the
state-owned company Svenska Spel

Remaining types of gambling may be operated by
others, except horse betting

NGOs that work for the common good, and national
horse sports, should still be allowed to finance their
activities through gaming revenues

The solution requires a national demarkation
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- Three possible systems

Three possible future regulatory systems

Keep the regulations of today, but add tougher
restrictions

Open up to all types of online gambling
Open up to some types of gambling

The Swedish Government prefered the last of
the three — more restrictive than the new
Danish model
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- The reform Is postponed

Nothing has happened politicaly after the inquiry
in 2008

Last week it was clear the change in the
Swedish gambling market is postponed

The Government informed The Swedish
Parliament no change will be proposed now

It will be a matter for the new Government after
an election in September this year
